We are meeting at 6:00 p.m. at the 
United Church of Christ. Bob Harris and Jennifer Snyder, the Orchidpeople, will 
be coming to Kauai from the Big Island to talk about Cymbidiums. 
 Bob started growing orchids when he was eight years old. For many 
years cattleya were the only orchids he grew. Years later he attended grad school 
in Botany at the University of Oregon where he was working in Mycology and 
also in Plant Morphology (working with plant hormones to tissue culture green 
plants). At some point he needed to use the university greenhouse and noticed 
the tubs of green plants with long green leaves but no flowers. The professor who 
was working with them was the late famous Don Wimber. The plants were of little 
interest to Bob until in the spring he saw the pretty blooms and he was hooked on 
Cymbidiums.
 Bob later moved to Inverness in San Francisco Bay where the climate 
was perfect for  growing Cymbidiums. However, in 2003 Bob and Jennifer moved 
to the Big Island which they found was too warm for most of the Cymbidiums they 
brought with them. Thus they became involved in testing and developing new 
varieties just for low elevations in Hawaii. They now have 15,000 plants and they 
sell them as potted plants or cut flowers. They plan to bring some for sale.
